Cynthia Clanton
--The AOC has had lots of staff retirement followed by lots of staff attrition.  However, the AOC has continued to focus on the administration of justice, and part of the mission is spelled out in the Judicial Council strategic plan.  Judge Doyle has been leading the Judicial Council strategic planning committee for the past two years.

Did a customer experience survey last year in 214 locations and about 1,000 people respond.  Overall, it was positive.  We have the base line survey.  We want to continue to gauge the public experience and moving forward.  We, the staff, feel we have found a good way to support your work and we look forward to supporting you.

Have the committee members seen the survey results?  Michelle said we would get that out to everyone.  A short summary of results is attached. 

Work Status Report
(1)          ABA Handbook is being developed by Mike Galifianakis and Stacey Peace.  A draft should be ready by the next face to face meeting.

Judge Tusan:  Question – I have not looked carefully at the ABA Handbook.  Been approached by Jana Edmondson who has done work throughout the state and she has materials that she shared with the council of state court judges.  Judge Tusan is helping her with the council of superior court judges.   How should I connect her and with whom?

Michelle will reach out to Jana Edmondson and connect her to Mike and Stacy. 

(2)          Human Trafficking work:  a lot of groups are working on the issues of human trafficking. A 9am to 3p symposium will be happening on Sept. 25th.  The AOC is going to record the symposium on video as well as summarizing and report out on it.

(3)          National Association of Women Judge’s conference:  ok to offer of an events planner on contract from AOC to do a limited amount of offering of the work for the conference organizers?  Also, Karlise and Michelle can offer to reach out to law schools to recruit law students to help.  

Cynthia:  We were concerned about committing resources so far in advance but if we do it by contract it will help to address that issue.

There was general agreement that Karlise and Michelle will reach out to NAWJ and see where things stand and if a limited offer of assistance would be valuable.   We’ll report back at the Access and Fairness face to face meeting.   Creating a subcommittee will depend on the response from the NAWJ. 

Other suggestions
Judge Tusan: Helpful or appropriate to reach out to the law student sections of bar associations such as GAWL or GABWA.  Because they are already recruited and committed.

Justice Hunstein:  Reach out to Stonewall also.

Other things to be aware of:
Michelle:  New tools from the Commission on Interpreters.  A new bench card has been developed.  Judge Boggs – co-chair with Thomas Worthy of the Criminal Justice Reform Committee is doing school justice summits.  Criminal Justice Coordinating council is paying for those summits.  2 more are scheduled in Fulton and DeKalb.  Fulton (10-9-15) and DeKalb (11-12-15).  Think it is relevant and want to make sure you are aware of it.  Also wanted to bring the law incubator to the Committee’s attention.

Justice Benham: Georgia will be on the cutting edge along with 3 or 4 other states in re to the law incubator.  In discussions with other people-questions come up--what is it and what does it do?  What will be the best practices in setting up the incubator.?  This raises a bigger issue for me.  When I served in the national consortium I wanted to know the justices issues identified and the best practices.  As we speak to various groups and try to get various people involved --it does not seem that there are best practices.  People seem to start from scratch.  Is there a way this group can develop best practices?  One issue that comes to mind is open courtrooms.  What are the best practices in dealing with open courtrooms?  

Michelle: That is the cutting edge issue.  We will add it to the agenda for discussion for the next meeting.

Judge Rodatus:  This is what people want to talk about.

We will work to set a year’s worth of meetings in advance for the future.
